UTAH PRIDE PARADE TERMS AND CONDITIONS

__________PARADE MARSHAL: Each entry must provide a parade marshal that will be the contact the day of the parade.  They will be issued a t-shirt that they must wear during staging, on the parade route and at disband.  This person will be the contact in case of emergency, rule violation and be in charge of the safety of the entry.  They must attend the safety meeting in May and must be the first to arrive at the staging area.  Each entry must provide one person that does not ride on a vehicle or participate in the festivities but is present for direct communication with the Utah Pride Parade Team.
__________ FORWARD MOVEMENT, MANEUVERS:  By city ordinance: all contingents are required to maintain a continuous forward motion during the parade.  No stopping, all maneuvers must be performed on the move and moving forward.  Extended stops are subject for removal from the parade.
__________ NO GAPS:  You are to keep a distance of no more than 20 feet between your parade entry and the parade entry in front of you.  Flow monitor volunteers, steering committee members, and others are on the route to ensure there are no gaps in the parade.  If approached by a person in a volunteer shirt asking you to speed up and/or keep up with the entry ahead of you please do so with all deliberate speed.  Failure to be able to do this may require your entry to be removed from the parade route.
__________ NUDITY AND OBSENITY:  It is against the law to appear nude in public or to be exposed in a matter determined to be lewd, lascivious, and/or obscene.   Violators of these laws will be barred from participating in the Utah Pride Parade and could be subject to citation or arrest by the Salt Lake City Police Department.  You will be responsible for any fines, fees, arrests, injury or imprisonment that may occur.
__________ ANIMALS IN PARADE STAGING, ROUTE AND DISPERSAL AREA:  All animals except horses are restricted from the parade.  Dogs, amphibians, etc, are not allowed.  Horses must be attended to, at all times.  Each contingent with a horse participating in the parade must have a clean-up crew and drinking water for them.  Violators will be immediately removed from the staging, parade, or dispersal area.  If necessary, a $150.00 clean-up fee will be assessed and contingent could be barred from participation in future Utah Pride Parade events.  All animals are subject to monitoring by Utah Humane Society and ASPCA.  Dogs helping with a disability must check in at the information booth before the parade begins. They will be given a pass to add to their leash.  An entry with a dog that has not been cleared by the information booth will be stopped from participation and taken out of their parade place until the situation is resolved.  Our top priority is safety for the dog and its owner.
__________NO THROWING, TOSSING OR “FIRING” OF ANY OBJECTS OR ITEMS FROM ANY VEHICLES, CONVEYANCE OR FLOAT:  Due to the danger of physical injury, insurance requirements signed by the Utah Pride Festival and Parade, and littering problems, absolutely no items including water or bubbles will be thrown, tossed or “fired” to the parade spectators or participants from any vehicle, conveyance, or float.  Spectators must be approached and handed items.  A $150.00 clean-up fee will be assessed to the contingent and removal from the parade for the violation of this rule.  You will be banned the following year from participating in the parade if caught breaking this rule.  
__________NO USE/POSSESSION OF ALCOHOL AND DRUGS OR VIOLATIONS OF THE LAW:  It is illegal to possess or consume alcohol while participating on the city streets.  Any illegal behaviors and /or violations of the law will not be tolerated in the Utah Pride Parade staging, route, and disband area.  You will be responsible for any fines, fees, arrests, injury, or imprisonment that may occur if you break these or any other laws.  Your group will not participate in the following year of the parade if reported alcohol or drug use.
__________NO ADDING A GROUP TO YOUR ENTRY:  Adding another business, non-profit, politician or group to your entry is not permitted without the explicit written permission of the parade director. Your entry will be immediately removed from the parade and your organization will be stopped from participating for at least one year.
__________ VEHICLE PARTICIPATION: Adding a vehicle or changing a vehicle is not permitted without the explicit written permission of the parade director.  All vehicles and trailers (car or truck or trailer) must have their own fire extinguisher.  Every trailer being pulled must have its own fire extinguisher.  These extinguishers must be visible and not decorated.  Motorcycles do not need extinguishers.  The fire department requires a 5 pound ABC extinguisher that can be purchased at http://www.utahfire.com/salt-lake-city.html  Open M-F 8-5 at 2255 S West Temple 801-467-4261.
__________FLOAT SIZE: A maximum height of 14 feet.  A maximum width of 15 feet.  A maximum length of 65 feet.  No flames, or pyrotechnics.

· I understand that I may not throw any item during the parade, but may hand things to people in the audience. 
· I understand that I am crossing a UTA TRAX line and need to be aware of an approaching TRAX train.
· I understand that my actions in the parade must remain within the law, and that the breaking of the law may result in my groups removal from the parade and restrict their participation in future Utah Pride Parades.
· I understand that the parade may be dangerous to participate in and I assume responsibility for that danger and release, remise, waive and forever discharge the Utah Pride Center, Utah Pride Festival, their volunteers, staff, employees and committee members from all liability, claims, demands, actions or causes of actions whatsoever arising out of or related to loss, or damages and/or injuries, including death, which may result from my participation in the Utah Pride Parade.
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
